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The Mayor’s Chat Box: ‘Are You Prepared For A Winter Snow Storm??’ “

There are great benefits from being prepared for the unknown. Each year disasters disrupt thousands of people and these
disasters have lasting effects, both to people and property. Some people are seriously injured, others are killed and property
damage can run into millions of dollars.

You should know how to respond to severe weather or any other disaster that may occur in our community. Thunder-
storms, hurricanes, flooding and snow storms have already occurred in our area in the past. If a disaster should occur in our
area this winter, local government and disaster relief organizations will try to help you, but you need to be ready as well. I am
going to address severe snow storms at this time since heavy snowfall and extreme cold can immobilize this entire region.
Winter storms can result in flooding, storm surge, closed highways, blocked roads, downed power lines and hypothermia.

First of all let me explain some of the terms used by the weather service. It is important for you to understand the differ-
ence between a WATCH and a WARNING for severe weather.

WINTER STORM WATCH: A winter storm is possible in the area. Tune in to weather reports on your radio or televi-
sion for more information.

WINTER STORM WARNING: A winter storm is now occurring and may soon be in your area. If you are outside, take
cover or seek a safe shelter immediately.

BLIZZARD WARNING: Sustained winds or frequent gusts to 35 miles per hour or greater and considerable amounts of
falling or blowing snow (often reducing visibility) are expected to prevail for a period of three hours or longer. (if possible and
electric generator can be highly beneficial because electricity and phone service may be disrupted for several days or weeks).

FROST/FREEZE WARNING: Below freezing temperatures are expected. Taking protective measures should include
(1) Having salt or ice melt for sidewalks or driveways, (2) Have sand available to improve traction and (3) Have snow shovels
and other snow removal equipment available.

Prepare for isolation in your home by having sufficient heating fuel, since regular fuel sources may not be available. Win-
terize your home by insulating walls and attics, caulking and weather-stripping doors and windows and installing storm win-
dows or covering windows with plastic.

It is also very important to keep a ‘basic disaster supplies kit in your home. Your kit should contain essential food, water
and supplies for at least 3 days. The following items are recommended for your kit:

e Three days supply of non-perishable food
Three days supply of water (recommended 1 gallon of water per person per day)
Portable battery-powered radio or TV with extra batteries
Flashlight with extra batteries
First aid kit with manual
Sanitation or hygiene items (moist towelettes and toilet paper)
Matches and water proof container
Whistle
Extra clothing
Cooking utensils, including a can opener
Cash and coins
Special needs items (Prescription medications, eye glasses, hearing aids/batteries)
Items for infants (formula, diapers, bottles, pacifiers)
o Pet needs (food and toys)

Since we live in a cold climate, we must think about staying warm in our house. It is possible that we may not have heat in
the house if the electricity goes off or if you run out of fuel. You should consider the availability of additional clothing, such
as jackets or coats, long pants, long sleeve shirts, sweaters, caps, mittens, scarves and sturdy boots or shoes, and let’s not for-
get extra blankets. During the storm tune in to your radio or TV for weather reports and emergency information. Avoid over-
exertion when shoveling snow since over-exertion can bring on a heart attack.

Working with your neighbors in an emergency can help save lives and property. Meet with your neighbors to plan
how you can work together until help arrives. Get to know your neighbors special skills and consider how you could help
those with special needs such as disabilities or elderly persons.

If you drive back and forth to work daily, or if you must travel somewhere during the winter months, there are some
thins for your vehicle that should be considered:

(1) Keep your vehicle in good running condition by performing proper maintenance, (2) Check proper fluid levels
frequently (anti-freeze, windshield washer fluid, engine oil, transmission fluid), (3) Check for leaks and crimped
pipes for the exhaust system, (4) Check condition of tires, (5) Battery & ignition should be in top condition and (6)
Maintain a full tank of fuel when a storm is indicated.

Also carry a ‘disaster supplies winter car kit’ in your trunk. Included should be (1) Extra winter clothing (sweaters,
gloves, boots, caps, coat and blankets), (2) A flashlight and batteries, (3) A bag of road salt or sand, (4) snack food, (5)
bottled water, (6) Shovel and (7) Jumper cables.

Hopefully this information will help you to prepare for any snow storms, large or small this 2008 -2009 winter.

Jacobus Lions Building Expansion

The Jacobus Lions Club will expand the ambulance building to provide needed workspace, equipment and
sleeping facilities for the ambulance crews. Construction is expected to begin in October. Since building
the current facility in 1995, the Jacobus ambulance service has increased services in both area and the
number of call responses. The crews now respond to over 1,000 calls per year versus about 600 in the 1995
time frame. A second ambulance was added in 2000.

Thanks to the great support from the citizens of the surrounding communities we will be able to provide
the needed growth to assure that the ambulance crews will be able to continue their quality service to the
people in need.

Funds for this expansion project are provided through a number of sources. The Lions raise funds through
community fundraising such as the yearly Christmas tree sale at Brown’s Orchard Market and the Spring
Consignment sale at Lance Beard’s farm. This year’s tree sales will run from December 1* through the
24" Please consider this when you decide to buy your tree. Funds are also raised through broom sales and
other means. Funds have been provided through State grants to assist in the expansion project. The Club
has also received a significant grant from the Lions Club International Foundation for the project.

However, the greatest support continues to be from you the community. We thank those who have already
donated to the Capitol Campaign.
